Purchasing Core Course

BA 170: FUNDAMENTALS OF LOGISTICS AND TRANSPORTATION, 3 Credits
Industrial logistics principles, concepts and activities, including balancing logistic factors to achieve optimal performance are examined.  Topics includes, pricing analysis, regulatory restrictions, scheduling, protecting, warehousing, Information systems, customer service, and shipping. Prerequisite: None.   
BA 190: Fundamentals of Purchasing and Supply Management, 5 Credits
Course is an introduction to the basic principles of purchasing and supply chain management. Emphasis is on understanding purchasing and supply processes, organizational concepts, policy, relationships, and tools and techniques including cost/price analysis, and value analysis. Prerequisite: None.   
BA 191: Fundamental of Sourcing and Supplier Relations, 5 Credits
Sourcing concepts, methods and techniques used to manage an organization’s supply base are examined.  Emphasis is placed on strategic purchasing and sourcing concepts, including supplier selection, development and evaluation, supplier quality, and global sourcing. Prerequisite: None.   
BA 192: MATERIALS MANAGEMENT, 4 Credits
Materials management principles, concepts and activities, including purchasing, inventory control, traffic, store‑keeping, receiving, inspection, production control and surplus disposal are examined. Prerequisite: None.   
BA 195: Contract Development and Management, 4 Credits
The development, formation, and management of contracts are examined. Emphasis is placed on contract planning, drafting, and interpretation; including solicitation requirements, evaluation and award criteria, and contract clauses. Basic project management principles and practices are also discussed. Prerequisite: None.   
BA 284: eProcurement, 4 Credits
Business-to-business procurement strategies, options, methods, and solutions used to automate procurement, supplier management, and other supply chain activities using the Internet and other technologies are the examined. Prerequisite: None.   

BUSAD 283f – C.P.M. Review Modules 1 and 2, 3 Credits

A comprehensive review of each task element contained in the ISM’s Accredited Purchasing Practitioner (A.P.P.) and Certified Purchasing Manager (C.P.M.) examinations, modules 1 and 2.  The review includes examination of the skills, abilities, and knowledge need to successfully pass the two modules. Prerequisite: None.   

BUSAD 283s – C.P.M. Review Modules 3 and 4, 3 Credits

A comprehensive review of each task element contained in ISM’s Certified Purchasing Manager (C.P.M.) examinations, modules 3 and 4.  The review includes examination of the skills, abilities, and knowledge needed to successfully complete the two C.P.M. modules. Prerequisite: None.
