Minutes for meeting September 18, 2001

Minutes:

1. Gerald Day, Chair, called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM and roll was taken.   He welcomed all in attendance and self-introductions followed.

2. The committee discussed several issues about committee membership and participation.  

a. A letter of resignation was received from Terry Graham.  Terry has been a long time supporter of the program and his resignation was reluctantly accepted.

b. Larry Crozier expressed concern about his available time to devote to the committee.  Gerry Day will talk with Larry to determine appropriate action.

3. Employment trends and critical professional skills:

a. Employment and business trends:

i. Most members indicated that purchasing/supply positions were either frozen or their organizations were experiencing downsizing.  Several indicated that the number of positions had decreased in the past months.  One employer indicated they had recently expanded their professional purchasing staffs as a result of reorganization initiatives.

ii. Business activity was either slow or slowing, and most expressed concern about future business activities.

b. Skills:

i. Most indicated that the knowledge and skills needed to perform purchasing and supply activities were changing and becoming more complex.  See Attachment 1 for the list of skills discussed.

ii. Several members indicated that their workforce was getting younger and needed basic knowledge relating to both strategic and tactical tasks.

4. Jerry Baker lead a discussion to define a process to be used to review and update Master Course Outlines (MCO) for all existing courses and to develop MCOs for new courses:

a. Steps:

i. The committee was asked to review and recommend changes to all course titles, credits and descriptions, Attachment 2. Suggestion to be submitted to Jerry Baker before October 1. 

ii. After receipt of the comments, Jerry Baker will draft updated MCOs with the assistance committee members as follows before October 30, 2001:

1. Fundamentals of Purchasing I, BA 190, Marty Manegold, Bob Meyers, and George Sigler 

2. Fundamentals of Purchasing I I, BA 191, Marty Manegold, George Sigler, and Bob Meyers

3. Materials Management, BA 192 Catherine Jahn

4. Logistics and transportation, BA 170, Cal Bernard and Catherine Jahn

5. Contract Administration, BA 195, Randy Hayes and Ken Groves

iii. New MCOs will be prepared prior to November 15, 2001 for:

1. eProcurement, BA 284,  Bruce Fitzgerald and Larry Crozier

2. C.P.M. Review, Modules 1 and 2, BA 283 fall, Jodi Anderson and Cal Bernard

3. C.P.M. Review, Modules 3 and 4, BA 283 spring,  Jodi Anderson and Cal Bernard

iv. Dave Bell agreed to assist in the review and definition of learning outcomes for each MCO.

v. All draft MCOs will be sent to the committee members for final review prior to December 1, 2001. 

vi. MCOs will be presented to the Business Division faculty at the January 2002 meeting.

vii. MCOs will be forwarded to the SCC Curriculum Committee.

5. Jerry Baker reported that the two Internet course, Fundamentals of Purchasing I, BusAd 190, and Fundamental of Purchasing I I, BA 191 were canceled for fall quarter.  The C.P.M. Review course was rescheduled from fall quarter to winter quarter.  Low or no enrollment was the reason for the cancellations.  

6. Jerry Baker provided a review of the current marketing and communication strategies:

a. Create relationships with other community colleges to include the two WAOL purchasing courses in their quarterly class schedules.

b. Contact major Northwest employers of purchasing and supply professionals to get them to support and encourage their employees to enroll in SCC purchasing/supply management courses.

c. Include ads in local business publications. Jerry Baker will work with Berta Lloyd to plan, fund and complete such efforts.

d. Expand the involvement of the three major supply chain professional associations, NAPM-WW, APICS, and NCMA, by including their defined body on knowledge in the appropriate course content.  The association leadership and members will be advised of the inclusion of such bodies of knowledge and encourage them to share the inclusions with their members.

7. Dave Bell briefed the committee on the activities and challenges of establishing an articulation agreement between SCC and Central Washington University (CWU).  While both parties agree in principle to such an agreement, it will take some time to finalize a written agreement.

8. Berta Lloyd reminded members of the meeting on Thursday afternoon, September 20, 2001, Shoreline Salutes will be held and all members are invited to attend.  The "salutes" is Shorelines way of saying “thank you” to members of the technical/professional committees.
