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finished the program to keep the tools. If not the tools would stay with the dealer. There was a question about the tools as to what would be available. Dale said he would get back on that as to Snap On Tools choices.

Program up date was given by Jack Shiel.

Handouts were passed out and Jack explained what was covered this quarter, and told about the NATEF re-certification process and thanked the members who helped. He explained the courses in detail and the tasks that were taught along with other area's of instruction that were included in the Fall quarter. He went over the competencies sheets, and said that they would follow the students to the dealerships next co-op quarter so the managers would know the students abilities.
