Minutes:

A status report on our Photograhy lab.  Chris talked once more on the success of the Photo Lab for the year. Common problems in regards to facilities including leaks and settling were discussed. Lack of equipment and current equipment needs regarding evolution of photography will need to be discussed throughout the department and with industry.

A report on the status of the DVD DACUM (developing a curriculum) included a discussion regarding several leaders in the industry meeting with us to provide information in program development for DVD. The DACUM coincides with our application for a grant which is interdisciplinary with Music Technology, Drama/Cinema, and Computer Information Systems. We hope the addition of this curriculum will help further both Music Tech and VCT.

The graphic design assessment process concluded this year, with a year one portfolio review. The graphic design faculty will be meeting to schedule portfolio assessments with all students entering 4 th quarter. The reviews are designed for classroom assessment, not necessarily to determine student admission to the next class as we have open enrollment.

We introduced a new class, Intro to On-Demand Printing, which passed through curriculum committee. It is designed to be taught in the evenings and weekends utilizing the campus network central copy machine. Additionally, currently classes in VCT 111 and 112 have already included a module in the curriculum to address on-demand printing.

A discussion evolved around meeting times, as it is always difficult to get committee participation. Some like evenings, some liked mornings. Preference also depended on day of the week or season of the year. It was concluded that a mid November meeting will be planned for 2002.
