Ken Fritz, Portland Region Service Manager, opened the meeting by asking the advisory committee to allow some club business to be covered first.  Ken then called for the advisory committee to meet and asked Jack to open.

Jack opened with a “thank you” to the managers club for allowing us to have our T-TEN advisory meeting at the same place. He passed out the minutes from the last meeting, along with a list of competences that students have done during fall quarter 2003.

Jack introduced Don Schultz, Jamey Skurtovick, and Scott Lance to the members before covering the program update. He went over the courses covered during fall quarter and explained areas covered on the competency lists. He asked if the members still would like to 
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have a few days of carburetors covered in the next quarter’s courses. Don Schultz asked for some feedback. The members responded with a “yes” voice. Jack told the members about the

grades Toyota students achieved during Fall Quarter. An impressive 3.6 to 4.0 GPA, for 14 students. Jack asked if there was any new business.  He introduced Don Schultz who covered some new business, and presented an update about plans for the building.

Don opened with a “thank you” to the dealers and Toyota for all their support to our T-TEN program. He covered the plans for expanding the automotive facility and adding other programs to the automotive offerings once the expansion is completed. Don explained that space was limited for building, but that the architects were working with Shoreline to get the most space possible with land available. Don thanked Toyota and the committee again, then introduced Jamey Skurtovick, the new Western area T-TEN manager from Toyota.

Jamey opened with a greeting to all members.  He distributed a survey regarding entry-level staff needs for members to complete. He asked members to indicate their projected staffing needs.  If they do not anticipate needing anyone soon, they are to so indicate with a zero. He also explained that some dealers are buying a tool package, at a reduced cost, to help T-TEN students get started in the program. He told the members that Toyota stopped the tool scholarship program a few years ago and asked the dealers to help. This is an option, Jamey explained, acknowledging that he knows some dealers do help with tuition etc.  Jamey told the members that Shoreline was one of Toyota’s top programs, out of 51 schools.

Ken Fritz closed the meeting with a thank you to Shoreline, Don, and Jack.
