Randy Jager opened the meeting for the service and parts managers by letting Don Stose start with some business first. We were informed on some TV and radio ads that were going to be aired. There were some discussions, as to the ads contents, etc. There was an update by Jim Ely, as to some Toyota TSB’S, and fixes to vehicles also. After the business was completed, Randy turn the floor over to Jack for the T-TEN advisory meeting.

Jack opened by introducing Kevin Booth and Don Schultz and then moved to a personal note, then gave an update of the past quarters courses that were covered, by first telling the members there were 19 students in the program, with 13 from Toyota dealers, and 6 from Lexus dealers. He told of the hands on tear down of front and rear drive automatic transmissions for the #262 course, then the removal and diagnosis of live model Toyota and Lexus vehicles that Toyota provides to Shoreline. He then covered the #752 air conditioning course and the tasks the students did, with the new vehicles that Shoreline has. Jack told the members, this was one of the best classes, he has ever had in the past 16 years.

Before turning the floor over to Kevin Booth, Jack expressed concerns over having enough room in the shop, to accommodate the growing needs of our Toyota and Lexus dealers.

He thanked the members, the Portland Region, and Toyota Corporate, for all the support in making the T-TEN program to be so successful.

Kevin Booth opened by telling the members how well our program is going at Shoreline, and how he is using our program as a pattern for some of his other schools.

He explained need for more technicians and we should look into expanding, by running a back-to-back cycle of students. One in, one out in the co-op. A feed back from the members was taken, and a yes, was what would work best for them was expressed.

Kevin told the members that he would like to visit them and get a one on one feed back, and also see there dealer ships next week. He closed by thanking the dealers for all their support and turned the floor over to Don Schultz.

Don opened by thanking the members and Toyota Corporate, for all the support we have received over the years. He explained the plans for a building expansion to the automotive center, and how Toyota is playing a big part, for getting matching funds from the state, so this expansion can proceed, by donating $1,000,000. There other players, he said, that will help, but the first money to come in, will have the greatest impact. Don also told the members that Don Stose, from the Portland Region, would put a word in at the state level, with his friend Earl Hale, whom is on the state board for Community Colleges, and may be influential in getting the matching funds increased. He told how the space would be added, and how it would make it possible to better serve everyone.

Don also asked the members about expanding the T-TEN program and got a positive response back. In closing he asked for questions, then turned the floor back to Randy.
