Greek Alphabet Assignment

In this class, we’ll be using Greek letters fairly often.  It’s easier to read in the books and follow what I’m doing if you know the names and English equivalents of the Greek letters.  

You need to make a copy of the Greek alphabet for you to use as reference.  To find the Greek alphabet, look in any good dictionary under “alphabet.”  DO NOT USE THE INTERNET.  (There are many incorrect alphabets out there, and many printers that can’t correctly print the Greek characters.)  

Your copy of the Greek alphabet must include for each of the 24 Greek letters:
Upper Case, Lower Case, Name, and English Letter Equivalent.

Your copy is for you, so choose the format that suits you best.  Some students simply photocopy the page from the dictionary.  Some students copy it onto a 3 x 5 card to tape into the cover of their calculator.  Some students write it on the inside cover of their notebook.

Here are the first few lines of my copy as an example:
