Required Text:  Applied Calculus, Fourth Edition, by Hughes-Hallett et al.  We will cover most of Chapters 1 through 7 and Chapter 9.  This is a new edition as of this fall.
Required Graphing Calculator.  Bring this to class every day.  We’ll be using this in class often.  I strongly recommend a TI-83 or TI-84 for this class.  If you do not want to buy one, you can rent a TI-83+ in the bookstore for about $25 for the quarter.  You do have to hurry if you want to rent one; there is a limited supply.  You may not use a graphing calculator with CAS (such as the TI-89) on the tests or quizzes.
You will be working on homework from the textbook, which I do not collect.  There is a weekly quiz (see below), there are two tests, and there is a final exam.  Details, along with grading information, are on the syllabus, available on Blackboard.
Final exam:  The final exam for the 9:30 class will be on Friday March 23rd from 9:30 to 11:20 am.  The final exam for the 10:30 class will be on Wednesday March 21st from 9:30 to 11:20 am.
First quiz on Tuesday January 17th  
This will take about 20 minutes at the end of the period, and you will have an opportunity to ask questions for the beginning of the period.    Each quiz will be modeled closely after the homework or classwork assigned for that week. See over for the first homework assignment. This quiz will be open book, open notes, and calculators will be recommended.  It will not be “open neighbor.” We will not do any new material on quiz day. 

Homework for the first week

All the reading and problems come from Applied Calculus, Fourth Edition, by Hughes-Hallett, et al.  Answers are usually in the book.  I do not collect the homework.  Instead, there is a weekly quiz covering the material in the homework.  
The first quiz will cover Chapter One, sections 1 through 9, Appendix A, and Appendix B.  Most of this material is meant to be review.  It is up to you to decide where to concentrate your studies.  You should be prepared to do problems like any of the following on the quiz.

Read: Chapter 1 Sections 1 through 9, Appendix A (p. 472 up through p. 475 only), and Appendix B (pp. 480 -- 483)

        pp. 484 (Compound Interest) 1, 3, 7, 11, 13
Policies
Makeup and Late Papers Policy: I do not accept late work and I do not give makeup tests.  Classwork credit is available only during that particular class period. You may arrange to take a quiz or test early if you know in advance of a scheduling conflict.  If you have an emergency that prevents you from taking a test, see me immediately upon your return to class.  We will work something out.
Cheating Policy: Do not cheat.  Some of the work in this class is collaborative, and I expect you to use each other as resources.  But for much of the required work, collaboration is not allowed.  In particular, on quizzes and exams, the work you submit must be your own.  Plagiarism is also not allowed.  I reserve the right to give you a zero on any paper where I believe you have been cheating. Also, you should be aware that I sometimes make photocopies of quizzes and midterms before I return them.
