About MATH& 148:

MATH& 148 is a calculus course for business students.  It is designed for students who want a brief course in calculus.  Topics include differential and integral calculus of elementary functions and a brief introduction to multi-variable calculus.  Problems emphasize business and social science applications.   There is no trigonometry in this course.
Be sure to dedicate enough time to this course.  Fifteen hours a week is a good starting point.
The prerequisite for this course is 2.0 or better in MATH 111 or MATH& 141.  This course is not for science or math majors.

Required Text:  The textbook is Applied Calculus, Third Edition, by Hughes-Hallett et al.  We will cover most of Chapters 1 through 7 and Chapter 9.

Required Calculator:  Everyone needs to have a graphing calculator.  Bring this to class every day.  We’ll be using this in class often.  I strongly recommend a TI-83 or TI-84 for this class.  If you use a TI-83 or TI-84, I can help you use it.  You may not use a graphing calculator with CAS (such as the TI-89) on the tests or quizzes.  If you do not want to buy one, you can rent a TI-83+ in the bookstore for about $25 for the quarter.  You do have to hurry if you want to rent one; there is a limited supply.
Other Required Materials:  You will also need a straight-edge, standard-sized lined paper with clean edges (no fringies, please), and a few sheets of graph paper.

Optional Materials:  In the bookstore, you will also find the Student Solutions Manual and the Study Guide for the textbook.  Many students find these helpful.  These will never be referred to in class.
Math Learning Center:  The Math Learning Center is open Mondays through Thursdays 8:00 am to 6:30 pm, Fridays 8:00 am to 4:00 pm, and Sundays noon to 6 pm.  Even though not all of the Learning Assistants will be able to help you, the MLC is still a great place to work on this class.  You can work with your classmates.  There are answers to some or all of the homework problems there.  And some of the Learning Assistants will be able to help you.  

What do you need to do?

Classwork: We will do many activities in class.  If you and/or your group make a serious effort and if you hand in what I ask you to on time, you will each get full credit for the activity. I do not take attendance, but this is your extra incentive to come to class and participate.  I give classwork credit only to the students who are present on that day.  I also occasionally give “classwork” credit to those students who are present at the beginning of class; this is an incentive for you to come to class on time.

Homework:  I will assign homework (reading and problems) from the textbook.  The homework assignments will be posted on Blackboard. Most of the problems have answers in the back of the book. There will be time during most classes to ask questions on the homework. I will not collect the homework.  Instead, there will be a weekly homework quiz. 

Quizzes: There will be a quiz most Mondays.

· Some will be short, in-class quizzes.  These will take about 20 minutes at the end of the period, and you will have an opportunity to ask questions for the beginning of the period.    These quizzes will be modeled closely after the homework or classwork assigned for that week. These will usually be open book, open notes, and calculators will be recommended.  (You may not use a graphing calculator with CAS (such as the TI-89) on the tests or quizzes.)  The quizzes will not be “open neighbor.” When the quiz is in-class, we will not do any new material on quiz day.

· Some of the quizzes will be take-home quizzes.  These will consist of a small number of homework problems for you to hand in, usually assigned the Thursday before, due at the beginning of class on Monday.   You may get help from each other (and me) on these problems, but what you hand in must be your own work.  See “Cheating Policy” below.  When the quiz is take-home, quiz day will be an ordinary class day.

· There are no make-up quizzes, and I won’t accept late take-home quizzes.  However, I will drop your lowest quiz score from your grade.

Midterm Exams: There will be two midterm exams, tentatively scheduled for February 5th and February 25th. You may have one page of notes and your calculator for the tests.  (You may not use a graphing calculator with CAS, such as the TI-89, on the tests or quizzes.)
Final Exam: The final exam will be cumulative.  You may have one page of notes and your calculator.  (You may not use a graphing calculator with CAS (such as the TI-89) on the tests or quizzes.)  

The final exam for the 9:30 class will be on Wednesday March 17th, from 8:00 am to 10:00 am.  The final exam for the 10:30 class will be on Thursday March 18th from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm.  Note the unusual times!
How do I make your course grade?

Your Course Grade: The classwork counts for 10% of your grade, the Quizzes will count altogether for 20% of your grade, each midterm counts for 20% of your grade and the final exam counts for 30% of your grade.  In general, grading is a subjective process and depends on many things. As a baseline, I use a linear scale, with 90% (and above) being a 4.0, and 60% being a 2.0.  
Policies

Makeup and Late Papers Policy: I do not accept late work and I do not give makeup tests.  Classwork credit is available only during that particular class period. You may arrange to take a quiz or test early if you know in advance of a scheduling conflict.  If you have an emergency that prevents you from taking a test, see me immediately upon your return to class.  We will work something out.

Cheating Policy: Do not cheat.  Some of the work in this class is collaborative, and I expect you to use each other as resources.  But for much of the required work, collaboration is not allowed.  In particular, on quizzes and exams, the work you submit must be your own.  Plagiarism is also not allowed.  I reserve the right to give you a zero on any paper where I believe you have been cheating. Also, you should be aware that I sometimes make photocopies of quizzes and midterms before I return them.

Dates: The last day to turn in a P/NC form is February 8th.  The last day to drop this class with a W grade is February 17th.  You are responsible for paying attention to the calendar.

Emergency School Closure: If a class is canceled because Shoreline Community College is closed (inclement weather, earthquake, broken water main, etc.), we will take up where we left off at the next class meeting.  In particular, if class is canceled the day of a quiz or an exam, the quiz or exam will be given at the next class meeting.  Listen to the radio (KIRO), watch TV (KING), or check the college website www.shoreline.edu if you suspect the college may be closed.
