Approval of New Statewide Articulated Business Associate Degree Agreement Summer 2003

Background

As a result of the work of members of the community and technical college system and the public baccalaureate institutions, an articulation agreement was jointly approved during the summer of 2003 by the chief academic offices of the public baccalaureate institutions (the Inter-institutional Committee of Academic Officers – IACO0 and the Executive Committee of the Instructions Commission of the Washing Community and Technical Colleges.

This agreement is designed for colleges that whish to develop degrees for students who desire to transfer in the area of business.  Degrees developed under this agreement and follow the guideline of the Direct Transfer Agreement and all of its provisos outline in the Inter-College Relations Commissions (ICRC) handbook. The transfer agreement ensures that a student who completes a Washington community college’s qualifying Associate in Business –DTA degree will have satisfied the lower division general education (or core) requirement and lower division business requirement at the baccalaureate institutions, subject to the provisos listed in the ICRC
The SBCTC has approved the following degree titles and exit coding for college that develop associate degrees consistent with the statewide agreement:

Because this degree agreement follow the DTA statewide articulated transfer degree agreement, no action by ICTC is required.  This articulated agreement for the business major is specific to public institutions, however since the degree follows the statewide articulated DTA agreement and DTA is designated in the title on the transcript, it will be accepted for admission to private institutions in the same manner as any other DTA based degree.

Business School Admission

Admission to Washington public baccalaureate Schools of Business is not guaranteed to student holding an Associate in Business –DTA Degree.  It is strongly recommended that students contact the baccalaureate-granting Business School early in their Associate in Business –DTA program to be advised about additional requirement (e.g., GPA)  and procedures for admission.

Please note that admission for many Business schools is competitive and higher grade-point averages and course grades are often required.  Please check with your destination school and college.  In addition, the minimum grade for business courses is a 2.0.  These courses are denoted by an asterisk (*).  UW Bothell requires a minimum of 2.0 in all prerequisite courses.
