M I N U T E S:

The Special Meeting of the Board of Trustees of Shoreline Community College District Number Seven was called to order by Chair Jeffrey Lewis at 3:10 PM in the Board Room of the Administration Building of Shoreline Community College. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:

Mr. Jeffrey Lewis, Ms. Shoubee Liaw, Ms. Edith Loyer Nelson, Mr. Dick Stucky, and Ms. Gidget Terpstra were present.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

At 3:11 PM, Chair Lewis reconvened the meeting in Executive Session for the purpose of evaluating the qualifications of applicants for public employment.   He noted the Board would reconvene in public session at the conclusion of the Executive Session to appoint the finalists in the search for the Presidency of Shoreline Community College.  
RECONVENE IN SPECIAL SESSION:

At 5:54 PM, Chair Lewis reconvened the meeting into open public session and reported that, during the Executive Session, the Board and the Presidential Search Committee conducted a thorough discussion of the process which has occurred up to now and the Board is now considering taking action on the proposed candidates for the position of President of Shoreline Community College. 

ACTION:  EXECUTIVE SESSION TOPICS:

Mr. Dick Stucky commended the Presidential Search Committee, saying its management of the process and respect for the campus community throughout the search is one of the most important responsibilities the campus community has had the opportunity to do in a long time.  
Motion 06:14:
Mr. Dick Stucky moved that the Board accept the recommendation of the Presidential Search Committee to consider the following four candidates as finalists for the position of President of Shoreline Community College:  Dr. Mark Palek, Dr. Randall Lawrence, Dr. William Scroggins, and Dr. G. Jeremiah Ryan.  


Chair Jeffrey Lewis seconded the motion and called for discussion.  
Ms. Shoubee Liaw said she also seconded the motion, explaining the Board asked the Search Committee to guide it and has observed that the Search Committee has committed time, effort, integrity and loyalty to the campus in its deliberations.  She wants to honor that, even though having someone of color serve as President is where her heart is.  
Ms. Edith Loyer Nelson said she will vote against the motion because it is her belief that the Board should consider six finalists, which broadens the opportunity to find the very best choice for the Presidency of the College. 

Ms. Gidget Terpstra said the Board instructed the Presidential Search Committee to bring forward their recommendation and she feels she needs to vote for the top four candidates as presented by the Search Committee. 

Chair Lewis thanked the Search Committee for its work and said he was prepared to support the motion which he further clarified, saying the Board will vote to accept the Presidential Search Committee’s recommended four names as read in the record, with the assumption that those names would be publicly known and interviews would be scheduled with each of the candidates based on the established itinerary.  
At the call for the question, by a vote of four “ayes,” one “no,” and no abstentions, the motion passed.
